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Grade Level – 2nd Grade

Overview:  The purpose of this lesson plan is for students to understand the metamorphism process of a frog, relate the differences of frogs and toads, and gain an appreciation of the ways frogs help our environment. Students will express themselves verbally, through writing, through art, music, and movement activities. Included are links to websites and resources used to accomplish this plan.

Objectives

· Understand the metamorphism process of the frog from egg, tadpole, and eventually frog.

· Relate in their own words how frogs help the environment.

· Sketch the changes they observe as they watch tadpoles develop throughout the different phases.

· Directed listening approach used while listening to the book Frogs, by Gail Gibbons.

· Develop an exercise or dance that encourages students to use their arms and legs to show movements of frogs.

· Teach students songs that have frogs as the theme.
